Most exciting thing about his
newrole: “(Ilove) standing at the
back of the amphitheatre and
watching people enjoy the magic
ofthe Moonlight with family and
friends. After such along period of
time where access to the arts was
limited, to be able to provide a
beautiful venue for our community
to come togetheris so important...
I get to see the joy on people’s faces
when they experience alive event.”

One thing he haslearned in the
past year: “To effectively provide
programming in the arts, you
sometimes need to color outside
the lines. The pandemic has forced
us to be incredibly creative and

view what we do and how we do it
through a different lens. I view this
as a positive because new chal-
lenges provide for new opportuni-
ties.”

One piece of career advice or
encouragement for others: “(This
advice) spills helpfully into my
personal life: Always assume
positive intent. Choose to believe
the best of people and trust that
they have good intentions. It’s true
that sometimes, people will disap-
point you, but when you assume
good intent, you’ll find that most
peoplerise to your expectations.”
